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Guidelines for submitting articles
General Instructions
Any kind of presentation from the conference (round table, paper, workshop, poster) can be submitted as an article by the author(s). The submission will be read by a scientific committee (two reviewers per text) to determine whether the submission should be published.

The manuscripts should follow the following structure: 
· Title
· Author(s), Institution, Email
· Abstract (in two different languages)
· 5 key words in these two languages
· References (APA style, 6th edition – see examples).
Format
· 5000 -13000 characters (spaces, footnotes and bibliography included)

Both in short and long formats, the article for submission should be in Times New Roman 12, line space 1.5. Layout minimal (the editors will standardize all the articles).

Languages

The article for submission should be written in the language of your presentation/poster: Portuguese, French, English or Spanish.

Citations should be in “quotation marks” and in italics. Short citations (of three lines or less) should be inserted in the text and put in quotation marks. Long citations (of 40 words or more) should be indented. They should be single spaced and be in quotation marks. 
Conclusions
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Tables, Charts and Figures
Indicate where a table, chart or figure is to be inserted in the text with the words ‘Insert table/graph/figure here’. The tables, graphs and figures should be sent as an attachment, in an editable format (jpeg, tif or bmp), in a high resolution in case further editing is required.

The tables and figures should be numbered in Times New Roman, size 10 font and in italics (e.g. Figure 1). The title should appear under the table/figure and be positioned centrally,
